COMPETITION RULES AND REGULATIONS

We are very excited to announce that this year we will be having two competitions. The details are as follows:
1. Bollywood Oldies
A list of songs is being provided through an excel sheet, songs are from the 1940s to the 1980s. Any other newer entries will be considered regular entries and will not be treated as part of the competition. However, if you have songs from the same era which are not mentioned in the sheet, please feel free to write to us. Also, if you do not want to participate in the competition, yet want to perform on the oldies, please feel free to do so.
In this, there will be 2 categories:
a.  the adult category from the age of 18 years and above (Saturday), and 
b. The children’s category, no minimum age, upto 18 years (Sunday).

2. Folk dances
Entries depicting folk dances from various states and cultures will be accepted as folk entries, with the same 2 categories as the Bollywood Oldies:
a. the adult category from the age of 18 years and above (Saturday), and 
b. The children’s category, no minimum age, upto 18 years (Sunday).

Rules for the competition are as follows:
1. A minimum of 3 participants is required, no maximum limit.
2. An entry fee of $15 per group (per item) will need to be paid along with the Registration form (cash or check only please).
3. The time limit should not exceed 8 minutes, including set up time.
4. No more than 6 entries per category and per competition (i.e. a total of 24 dances) will be allowed, so apply early to ensure your spot.
5. The cultural team will approve all the songs. Only on receipt of acknowledgment from us can your entry be confirmed.
6. We will have the adults Bollywood oldies and folk dances on Saturday the 25th of June, 2011 and the children’s competitions on Sunday, 26th of June, 2011.
7. There will be trophies and/or other prizes distributed to the 3 best teams in each category.
8. Certificates of recognition will be provided to all the participants of the competition.
9. The last date for registering for the competitions is June 1st,2011, however, we reserve the right to close registrations earlier, if we have the required number of competing teams already.
10. A panel of judges will decide on the winners, and results will be announced on the same day of the competition. The judges’ decisions are final.
